Ms. Burns provided detailed handouts and
demonstrated such skills as creating a 6google
alert.0 Google Alerts are email updates of the
latest relevant internet info (web, news, etc.)
based on your choice of query or topic. Type
the words - google alert - in the search box
and hit search. That will bring up several
choices; choose (double click) the top one.
Then you will see a box to specify your topic
of genealogy. You can also specify how often
you want to receive the alerts.

Google will send you a veripcation email.
You will not receive any Alerts until you click
the link in the veripcation email and conprm
your request. Save that message and when
you wish to cancel the alert, just click on the
ocancel requesto link.

WORD WISE

Patronymics: Names which allowed
identiycation of an individual based on
the fatherts name, before surnames
were adopted or came into use. The
Dutch in New York, for example, used
the patronymic system of names until
1687 when the English took control
and required each family to use a
common surname. Example: Cozyn
Garritson van Putten = Cozyn, son of
Garrit, from Putten (Holland). Cozine
later became the surname.
